PETITION TO THE HOUSE OF COMMONS IN PARLIAMENT ASSEMBLED,
We, the undersigned residents of Canada draw to the attention of the House of Commons in Parliament
assembled to the following:
THAT people who experience depression and mental illness need to be protected by the law, and;
THAT youth in Canada are just as vulnerable as youth from around the world; and;
